(e) “ Temporary resident ” means a visitor who has entered within the
limits of the panchayat for temporary stay ; k

(f) “ Visitor ” means any person other than a permanent resident enter-
ing into the limits of the panchayat for temporary stay. :

145. Capitation tax, its payment and procedure,—(1) If in the area of
any panchayat where taking of a capitation tax is sanctioned by the State
Government, any visitor enters in the limits of the area of such panchayat,
he shall pay capitation tax at the rate, but not below the minimum and not
exceeding the maximum rates, specified in the schedule anpexed to this
Part. .

(2) The following persons shall be exempted from the payment of the
capitation tax, namely :— :

(@) Permanent residents of such Village panchayat.
() Government servants on duty, and
(c) Children below 5 years.

(3) If any question arises regarding the age of the child or whether a
person is, or not a permanent resident of panchayat area or is exem.pi':ed “
from the provisions of sub-rule (2), the matter shall be referred for decision
to the Sarpanch of the concerned panchayat.

(4) No visitor who is liable to pay the capitation tax shall enter within
thelimits ofthe panchayat without paying a tax at the rates decided by such
panchayat as specified in the schedule annexed to this Part. Visitors shall
pay amount of capitation tax on demand made by the person or persons
appointed by the panchayat at such place or places as may be fixed by the
panchayat for the purpose.

(5) On payment of the capitation tax, a pass shall be issued to each
visitor. Such pass shall be not transferable. The panchayat shall dgtermine
the size, form and colour of the passes and shall get the same printed.

The balance of seventy-five per cent. of such annual receipt
ofthe capitation tax shall be utilised in accordance with the directionsofthe
Committee for the development of the site and for providing basic facilities
to the visitors.
