* Provided that, no sanction shall be accorded to any transfer of land
falling under clauses (a) and (b) unless the transferor agrees to pay to the
State Government an amount equal to 75 per cent of the unearned income i.e.
75 per cent. of the difference between current market value and the occupancy
price at which the land was originally granted to the applicant and in case of

transfer of land falling under clauses (c), (d) and (d-1) 50 per cent. of the
uneamed income.
