TaE MaHARASHTRA LAND REVENUE CODE, 1966.

No. Jamin-2015/C.R. 55/J-1.—The following draft of rules further to amend the Maharashtra
Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Land) Rules, 1971, which the Government of Maharashtra
proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (iv), (x), (xiv)
and (xliii) of sub-section (2) 328 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 (Mah. XLI of 1966)
and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, is hereby published as required by sub-section
(1) of section 329 of the said Code, for information of all the persons likely to be affected thereby,
and notice is hereby given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government
of Maharashtra on or after the 6th day of October, 2015.

2. Any objections or suggestions which may be received by the Principal Secretary to the
Government of Maharashtra, Revenue and Forests Department, Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma
Rajguru Chowk, Mantralaya, Mumbai 400 032 from any person with respect to the said draft on
or before the aforesaid date will be considered by the Government.

. ' DRAFT RULES

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Dlsposal of Government
Lands) (Second Amendment) Rules, 2015.

2. Inrule 6 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971
(hereinafter referred to as “the Principal Rules”), after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall
be added namely :—

“(3) (@) Where the Government land is required by a “Planning Authority” or “Appropridte
Authority” for development of any reservation shown in draft or final Development Plan
prepared under the provisions of the Maharashira Regional Town Planning Act,1966, the
Collector shall, irrespective of the market value of such land, be competent to grant such land
to the concerned “Planning Authority” or “Appropriate Authority”, as the case may be, subject

to payment of such occupancy price as the State Government may specify by general or speczﬁc
order.

Explanation:- For the purpose of this Rule, the words “Planning Authorzty” or
“ Appropriate Authority” shall have the meaning assigned to them in the Maharashtra Regional
and Town Planning Act, 1966 but shall exclude private organisation, private mstztutlons or
private company .

(b) Where the Government land is required for a project, duly approved by the State
Government, the Collector shall, irrespective of the market value of such land, be competent to

grant such land free of occupancy price and free of land revenue, to the concerned Department
of the State Government.

(c) Where the Government land is required for a project, duly approved by the Government
of India, and such requirement is conveyed through the Government in the Revenue and Forests
Department to the Collector, the Collector shall, irrespective of the market value of such land,
be competent to grant such land to the concerned Ministry of the Government of India, subject

to payment of such occupancy price as the State Government may specify by general or specific
order.”

Provided that, no Government land in excess of one hectare in municipal area
and five hectares elsewhere, shall be granted by the Collector for such a prOJect
without previous permission of the Divisional Commissioner.

(d) Such grants in sub-rule (3), shall ordinarily be made under a sanad in Form I-A.
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3. Inrule- 7 of the Principal rules, in sub-rule (1), for the letters “fifteen years” where
they occur, the letters “thirty years” shall be substituted.

4. In rule- 50 of the Principal rules, the following proviso shall be added namely: -

Prbvi_ded that, this restriction shall not apply to the grant of land under third proviso, below
sub rule-(3), of rule -6.

5. After Form-I appended to the Principal Rules, the following FORM shall be inserted
namely :— “Form-I-A”

The Government land as mentioned above has been granted # revenue free for the said State
Government Department/ by charging concessional rate or full market price for the Ministry of
Central Government / by charging market value of such land for the “Planning Authority” or
“Appropriate Authority” for development of any reservation shown in draft or final Development
Plan, prepared under the provisions of the Maharashtra Regional Town Planning Act, 1966.

It is hereby declared that the said land shall be continued forever/for a term of ..... years,
free of all claims on the part of the State Government for rent or land revenue, to whoever
payable, from time to time and the grantee shall be the lawful holder or manager of the said land
on the condition that the said land or any part thereof or any interest therein shall not be
transferred except with the previous sanction of the State Government and that the said land
shall, in all respects, be made ready for and shall be fully used for the purpose or purposes for
which it was granted before the ..................___ day of ....ooeerieei ] month of the year
200 ; and that neither the said land nor any building erected thereupon shall, at
any time, without the express consent of the State Government, be diverted. either temporarily
or permanently to any purpose other than the aforesaid purpose or purposes, and that no change
or modification shall be made of such purpose or purposes and that in the event of any such
unauthorized diversion, change or modification being made, the said land shall thereupon, in
addition to the assessment to which it becomes liable under section 67 of the Maharashtra Land
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Revenue Code, 1966, shall become liable to such fine as may be fixed in this behalf by the Collector
under the provisions of section 45 of the said Code, or other corresponding law for the time being
in force relating to the recovery of land revenue, as if the land, having been assessed for purposes
of agriculture only, has been used unauthorizedly for any purpose unconnected with agriculture;
and in any such event as aforesaid, or in the event of failure to make the land ready for use and to
use it fully for, the purpose or purposes for which it is granted before the aforesaid day of the
year 20...., or in the event of the land being required by the State Government for any public
purpose, for which a declaration under the signature of the Collector that it is so required shall,
as between the said holder or manager and the State Government, be conclusive, or in the event
of the land being notified by the State Government, for acquisition under the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013
(30 of 2013) or any other law for acquisition of land, or in the event of the land or any part thereof
or any interest therein having been transferred without the previous sanction of the State
Government, it shall be lawful for the State Government on causing six months’ previous notice
in writing to be given to the said holder or manager, to take one of the following courses, namely,
either,—

(1) to require that the said land be vacated and delivered up to the State Government, free
of all claims or encumbrancgs of any person whatsoever, or

(2) to resume and take possession of the said land, any buildings erected or works executed
thereon, free of all claims and encumbrances of any person whatsoever, on payment of
compensation not exceeding the following amount, namely (—

(a) the amount Gf any) paid to the State Government for this grant, and

(b) the cost or value at the time of resumption, whichever is less, of any buildings, or
other works authorizedly erected or executed on the said land by the said grantee.

This grant is made subject to reservation of the right of the Government to all mines ar{d
mineral products and quarries and of full liberty of access for the purpose of working, quarrying
and searching for the same, with all reasonable conveniences, as provided by the said Code.
