No. Jamin 2018/C.R.02/ J-1.—The following draft of rules, further to amend the Maharashtra Land
Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971, which the Government of Maharashtra proposes
to make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (iv),(x), (xiv), and (Ixiii) of
sub-section (2) of section 328 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 (Mah. XLI of 1966) and of
all other powers enabling it in that behalf, is hereby published as required by sub-section (1) of section
329 of the said Code, for information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby
given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government of Maharashtra on or after
the 8th June 2018.

2. Any objections or suggestions which may be received by the Principal Secretary, to the
Government of Maharashtra, Revenue and Forests Department, Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma Rajguru
Chowk, Mantralaya, Mumbai 400 032, from any person with respect to the said draft on or before the
aforesaid date will be considered by the Government.

DRAFT RULES

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands)
(Second Amendment) Rules, 2018.

2. After rule 37 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971
(hereinafter referred to as “the principal Rules”), the following rule shall be inserted, namely: —

“37A.—The Government or Nazul land in a house-gully or service passage or conservancy
lane in a Municipal area may be allotted to the adjacent land holder on the same tenure on which he
holds his plot, by the Collector irrespective of value of the land if such adjacent holder agrees to pay,-

() the lease rent as per prevailing policy of the Government, if such adjacent holder holds
his plot on leasehold; or

(ii) the occupancy price as per prevailing policy of the Government, if such adjacent holder
holds his plot on occupancy class-Il tenure; or

(iii) the amount payable for grant of land on occupancy class-I tenure, as per prevailing
policy of the Government, if such adjacent holder holds his plot on occupancy class-I tenure; or

(iv) In addition to the amount mentioned in clauses (i) or (ii) or(iii) above, assessment for
such land in a house-gully or service passage or conservancy lane at the rate at which the plot
of adjacent holder is assessed.”

Explanation.—For the purpose of this rule the terms “house-gully” or “service passage’or
“conservancy lane” means a passage or strip of land constructed, set apart or utilised for the purpose of
serving as a drain or of affording access to a privy, urinal, cesspool or other receptacle for filthy or
polluted matter, to municipal servants or to persons employed in the clearing thereof or in the removal of
such matter therefrom.
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3. Inrule 50 of the principal Rules, after first proviso the following proviso shall be added namely:—

“ Provided Further that, restrictions under this rule shall not be apply to grant of Government or
Nazul land under rule 37A".
