GOVERNMENT RESOLUTION
Consequent upon the recommendations of the Fifth Central Pay Commission,
Government of India have revised the rates of Compensatory (City) Allowance and House
Rent Allowance admissible to its employees under the orders dated the 3rd October, 1997
referred to at Serial No. 6 above. The question of revising the rates of Compensatory Local
Allowance and House Rent Allowance admissible to State Government employees and others
on the same lines was under consideration of Government for some time past.

2. Government is now pleased to direct that the rates of Compensatory Local Allowance
and House Rent Allowance admissible to State Government employees and others should
be revised with effect from 1st October 1998 as shown below :—

3. The cities and towns which have been placed in a lower classification in the above
mentioned lists, as compared to their existing (old) classification, shall continue to retain

the existing classification until further orders and the State Government employees and -

others working therein will be entitled to draw the rates of CLA and HRA accordingly.
For Examples, though Kolhapur and Amravati have been omitted from the classification
of cities for the purpose of Compansatory Local Allowance and have attained lower
classification as per new classification for the purpose of House Rent Allowance, the
employees working in these cities will be entitled to draw CLA and HRA at revised rates
as per existing (old) classification.

4. Pay for the purpose of these orders, will be the pay drawn in the revised scale of
pay including stagnation increment(s), but in case of those employees who opt to retain the
existing scales of pay, the amount of CLA and HRA will be admissible on the sum of the
pay in the prerevised scales of pay including stagnation increments, if any and the dearness
allowance admissible on 1st January 1996 thereon and interim reliefs one and two.

5. All other provisions and conditions governing grant of CLA and HRA under existing
orders shall continue to apply. '

6. For the period from 1st January 1996 to 30th September 1998 the above allowances
will be drawn at the existing rates on the notional pay in the prerevised scale. In other
words, no payment of arrears in this respect will be admissible.

7. The expenditure on account of difference between the existing and revised rates
of CLA and HRA in respect of Government servants should be debited to “Demar2"
No. G-8-2070, Other Administrative Services-800, Other Expenditure-(VI) Lumpsum
provision on account of revision of pay, house rent allowance and compensatory local
allowance”.

In respect of employees of aided institutions and Zilla Parishads, the expenditure should
be debited to the sub-heads of accounts under the respective major heads to which
expenditure on grantlin-aid to them is debited.
