NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. MDS. 1016/CR19/2016/Estt.3.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra hereby makes the following rules further to
amend the Maharashtra Development Service (Constitution, Classification and Recruitment) Rules, 1973,
namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Development Service (Constitution, Classification
and Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2018.

2. Inrule 2 of the Maharashtra Development Service (Constitution, Classification and Recruitment)
Rules, 1973 (hereinafter referred to as “the principal rules”), after clause (a), the following clauses shall be
inserted, namely:—

“(a-1) “Assistant Block Development Officer, Group B (Gazetted)” means the Assistant Block
Development Officer working in the office of the Panchayat Samiti, and includes the Assistant Block
Development Officer (Administration) in the office of Divisional Commissioner, Assistant Project Officer
(Employment) in the office of District Rural Development Agency, Assistant Project Officer (Monitoring)
in the office of District Rural Development Agency, Lecturer in the office of Gramsevak Training
Centre and Block Development Officer (MGNREGA) in the office of Zilla Parishad ;

(a-2) “Commission” means the Maharashtra Public Service Commission;”.
3. Inrule 3 of the Principal rules,—

(a) in sub-rule (2), for clauses (b) and (c), the following clauses shall be substituted,
namely :—

“ (b) Maharashtra Development Service, Group A (Gazetted) ;
(c) Maharashtra Development Service, Group B (Gazetted)”;
(b) for sub-rules (4) and (5), the following sub-rules shall be substituted, namely :—
“ (4) The Maharashtra Development Service, Group A (Gazetted), shall consists of—
(a) 6 posts of Deputy Commissioner (Establishment) of the office of Divisional Commissioner,
(b) 6 posts of Deputy Commissioner (Development) of the office of Divisional Commissioner,
(c) 13 posts of Selection Grade Additional Chief Executive Officer of Zilla Parishads,
(d) 1 post of Director of Rashtriya Gram Swarajya Abhiyan,
(e) 1 post of Director of State Management Unit of Rural Housing,
(f) 21 posts of Additional Chief Executive Officer of Zilla Parishads,
(g) 34 posts of Project Director of District Rural Development Agency,
(h) 34 posts of Deputy Chief Executive Officer (General) of Zilla Parishads,
(i) 34 posts of Deputy Chief Executive Officer (Village Panchayat) of Zilla Parishads,
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(1) 6 posts of Assistant Commissioner (Development) in the office of Divisional Commissioner,
(K) 6 posts of Assistant Commissioner (Enquiry) in the office of Divisional Commissioner,

() 6 posts of Assistant Commissioner (Inspection) in the office of Divisional Commissioner,
(m) 6 posts of Principal of Gramsevak Training Centre,

(n) 56 posts of Selection Grade Block Development Officer of Panchayat Samiti,

(o) 295 posts of Block Development Officer of Panchayat Samiti.

(5) The Maharashtra Development Service, Group B (Gazetted), shall consists of—
(a) 351 posts of Assistant Block Development Officer of Panchayat Samiti ,
(b) 6 posts of Assistant Block Development Officer (Administration) of the office of Divisional
Commissioner,
(c) 33 posts of Assistant Project Officer (Employment) of District Rural Development Agency,
(d) 15 posts of Assistant Project Officer (Monitoring) of District Rural Development Agency,
(e) 2 post of Lecturer of Gramsevak Training Centre,
(f) 33 posts of Block Development Officer (MGNREGA) of Zilla Parishad.”.

4. For rule 6 of the Principal rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :(—

“6. (1) Appointment to the posts of Assistant Block Development Officer, Group B (Gazetted), shall
be made either—

(@) by nomination of a suitable persons on the basis of result of competitive examination held by
the Commission from amongst the candidates who,—

(i) are not more than 38 years of age ;

(ii) are not more than 43 years of age in the case of the persons belonging to reserve
category ;

(iii) possess degree of a statutory university ; or

(b) by selection, on the basis of a common merit list prepared on the basis of the result of the
Limited Departmental Examination conducted in accordance with the orders issued in that behalf,
from time to time.

The said examination shall be common to the persons holding the posts of the District Technical
Service (Class-11l) (Agriculture), District Technical Service (Class-111) (Animal Husbandry), District Technical
Service (Class-lll) (Educational Non-teaching), District Service (Class-Ill) (Ministerial), District Service
(Class-IIl) (Statistical), District Service (Class-IIl) (Executive and Village Extension), District Technical
Service (Class-lll) (Social Welfare) and District Technical Service (Class-Ill) (Health) of Zilla Parishads
who have completed not less than seven years regular service on first September of the previous year in
which the examination is held :

Provided that, for the period of 4 years from the date of publication of the Maharashtra Development
Service (Constitution, Classification and Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2018 or till the common merit
list, under this clause, is prepared, whichever is earlier, the appointment to the post of Assistant Block
Development Officer, Group ‘B’ (Gazetted) shall be made by promotion of suitable person from amongst
the persons holding the posts as mentioned in this clause.
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(2) In making appointment by promotion under the proviso to clause (b) of sub-rule (1), preference
shall be given on the basis of higher grade, so that persons in the Grade | shall be considered first in the
respective District Technical Service or District Service and, if there are more vacancies then, persons in
Grade Il and then in Grade Ill shall be considered. In respect of District Technical Service (Group C) and
District Service (Group C) where grades have been abolished, preference shall be given on the basis of
seniority in that service.

(3) Appointment by promotion under the proviso to clause (b) of sub-rule (1), shall be made only for
the period of 4 years from the date of publication of the Maharashtra Development Service (Constitution,
Classification and Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2018 or till the common merit list under clause (b) of
sub-rule (1) is prepared, whichever is earlier, by the Government in accordance with the order of preference
in the common merit list prepared and maintained separately for each revenue division by the concerned
Divisional Commissioners.

(4) No person from the District Technical Service (Group C) or District Service (Group C) shall be
appointed by promotion unless, he has duly exercised and communicated his option in writing to the
Divisional Commissioner concerned through the Chief Executive Officer of the Zilla Parishad relinquishing
his claim, if any, for being considered for appointment by promotion to a Group B post in another Service.
The option once exercised shall be final.

(5) For the period of 4 years from the date of publication of the Maharashtra Development Service
(Constitution, Classification and Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2018 or till the common merit list under
clause (b) of sub-rule (1) is prepared, whichever is earlier, appointment by promotion to the post of Assistant
Block Development Officer, Group B (Gazetted), under the proviso to clause (b) of sub-rule (1) shall be
made in accordance with percentage of reservation mentioned in the following table—

5 District Service (Class-Ill) (Statistical) 10

6 District Service (Class-Ill) (Executive and Village Extension) 40

7 District Technical Service (Class-Ill) (Social Welfare) 5

8 District Technical Service (Class-IIl) (Health) 5

(6) Appointment of the Assistant Block Development Officer, Group B (Gazetted) by nomination and
selection on the basis of Limited Departmental Examination shall be 50 : 50. However, for the period of
4 years from the date of publication of the Maharashtra Development Service (Constitution, Classification
and Recruitment) (Amendment) Rules, 2018 or till the common merit list under clause (b) of sub-rule

(1) is prepared, whichever is earlier, shall be filled in by promotion under the proviso to clause (b) of
sub-rule (1).”.

5. After rule 8 of the Principal rules, the following rules shall be added, namely :—

“9. A person appointed under these rules shall be required to pass the examination in Hindi
and Marathi language according to the rules made in that behalf by the Government unless he has
already passed, or is exempted from passing such examinations.
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10. A person appointed under these rules shall be required to obtain a certificate in Computer
Operation prescribed by the Directorate of Information Technology of the Government of Maharashtra,
from time to time.

11. A person appointed under these rules shall be liable for transfer anywhere in the State of
Maharashtra.

12. A person appointed to the post mentioned in clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of rule 6 shall be
required to abide by the provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services [fixation of seniority of the
candidates recruited directly by selection for the posts of Group “A” and Group “B” (Gazetted) through
State Civil Service Examination conducted by the Commission and undergoing Combined Probationary
Training Programme] Rules, 2015, issued by General Administration Department, in this behalf.”.
